and went 50.0% on third downs (seven-of-14), beating the Saints. 
Elliott totaled 136 yards (75 rush, 60 rec.) with one receiving score, 
and Prescott completed 24-of-28 (85.7%) passes, including a ca-
reer-long (second in team history) 18 consecutive.

vs. Philadelphia (12/9) Blocked for 576 net yards - fourth in team 
history - while helping give Dallas a 400-yard passer, 200-yard re-
ceiver and 100-yard rusher for the first time in franchise history. The 
club also had a record45:33 time of possession in the win.

at Indianapolis (12/16) Helped Elliott rush for a 4.8-yard average 
(18 for 87) while Prescott was sacked three times on 42 drop backs 
in the shutout loss.

vs. Tampa Bay (12/23) Blocked for Elliott’s 85 yards on 17 carries
